AMF selection 

Following N3AN node selection specified in subclause 7.2, if the N3IWF node is selected, the N3IWF selects AMF as follows:
-
if the list of AN parameters (see subclause 7.3.3) is received and if the UE is in the same PLMN for non-3GPP access as 3GPP access, the same AMF instance serving 3GPP access is selected for accessing 5GCN via non-3GPP access;
-
if the list of AN parameters (see subclause 7.3.3) is received, and if the UE is in the different PLMN for non-3GPP access from 3GPP access or the UE is not registered over 3GPP access, N3IWF selects AMF instances based on the received AN parameters, availability of candidate AMFs, load balancing and local operator policies as specified in TS 23.501 [2].
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
