Overall description
CT1 has discussed but could not agree on the stage 2 requirements for the UE in connected mode after being paged by the network when a service gap timer is running.
Therefore, CT1 would like to seek SA2 guidance by asking the following questions.
Question 1: When the UE with a running service gap timer in idle mode is paged by the network, during the subsequent connected mode period this UE can:
a) initiate any signalling and in addition send UL data even if no DL data is received; or
b) respond to any network initiated signalling only, and if receiving DL data also send UL data.

Question 2: When the UE with a running service gap timer in idle mode is paged by the network, the running service gap timer is:

a) kept running during the connected mode period following the paging, if no timer expiry occurs; or

b) stopped at the subsequent idle to connected mode transition and restarted with its initial value at connected to idle mode transition.
