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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes text for subclause 104.10 of TR 24.833 – MCPTT client ID.

The approach taken here is to assume that the text will be folded back into TS 24.379. Therefore, the original text of 24,379 subclause 4.10 is used as a base without revision marks. Proposed changes to existing text are shown with revision marks.

4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 24.883 v0.2.0

4.10
MCPTT client ID

The MCPTT client assigns the MCPTT client ID when the MCPTT client is used for the first time. The MCPTT client generates the MCPTT client ID as specified in subclause 4.2 of IETF RFC 4122 [67].

The MCPTT client preserves the MCPTT client ID:

-
while the MCPTT client is SIP registered as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [4];

-
while the MCPTT client is not SIP registered as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [4] and the UE serving the MCPTT client is switched on;

-
while the UE serving the MCPTT client is switched off; and
-
while the UE serving the MCPTT client is power-cycled.

NOTE:
MCPTT client ID is not preserved when the UE is reset to factory settings.

It is the responsibility of the IWF to ensure that MCPTT client IDs used to refer to LMR devices meet the requirements of this subclause. How the IWF does that is out of scope of the present document.
