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1. Introduction
The Multi-Device and Multi-Identity service (MuD) as part of GSMA requiements, is under specification in 3GPP for aspects related to IMS network.

Multi-device feature is not treated in this contribution.

4.5.2.1
Actions at the originating UE
As part of Multi-Identity procedure, if the originating user wishes to override the default identity with a different identity which is part of her/his Multi-Identity service, the originating UE shall include a Use-Multi-Id header field in INVITE or MESSAGE requests as defined in 3GPP TS 24.229 [x] set to the selected identity.
4.5.2.4
Actions at the AS serving the originating UE
For an originating user that subscribes to Multi-Identity service, upon receiving an incoming INVITE or MESSAGE request the AS shall:

-
verify the Use-Multi-Id header field as defined in 3GPP TS 24.229 [x] requested by the originating UE with the MuD service; and

-
if the identity in the P-Asserted-Identity header field needs to be restricted by the Multi-Identity service, insert a Privacy header field set to "id" as described in RFC 3325 [y] ; and
-
if the identity in the From header field needs to be restricted by the Multi-Identity service, remove the identification information by setting an anonymous From header field or add a Privacy header field set to "user" as described in IETF RFC 3323 [z].

4.5.2.9
Actions at the AS serving the terminating UE
For a terminating user that subscribes to Multi-Identity service, upon receiving an incoming INVITE or MESSAGE request, the AS shall:
-
verify the identity contained in the Request-URI with the Multi-Identity service for determination of the identity to which the user is contacted; and
-
insert the received identity from the Multi-Identity service into the Use-Multi-Id header field defined in 3GPP TS 24.229 [x] before forwarding the request downstream.

4.5.2.12
Actions at the terminating UE
For a terminating user that subscribes to Multi-Identity service, the UE shall support the receipt of the Use-Multi-Id header field in SIP requests initiating a dialog or standalone transactions as defined in 3GPP TS 24.229 [x].

The UE finds the targeted identity from the Multi-Identity service, in the Use-Multi-Id header field.
