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1. Overall Description:

CT1 asked SA1 the following question:
CT1 kindly requests SA1 to inform CT1 what is the expected handling of user data packets of Ethernet or Unstructured PDU session types when 3GPP PS data off is activated.

The PS Data Off feature is to preserve charging consistency between what the user expects and what the user may be billed for whilst also enabling select services offered by an operator. As non-IP data traffic is typically billable traffic, SA1 concludes that this traffic should be prevented when PS Data Off is activated.
SA1 have agreed the attached CRs from Release 14 onwards which clarify that the expected handling of Ethernet or Unstructured PDU session types when 3GPP PS data off is activated is that:

· the UE shall cease the sending of uplink traffic over non-IP PDN types, and

· the network shall cease the sending of downlink traffic over non-IP PDN types
