12)	The MCPTT serverIWF shall perform the procedures in 3GPP TS 24.379 [81] subclause 6.6.3.3.2.
NOTE:	The procedures in subclause 6.6.3.3.1 and 3GPP TS 24.379 [81] subclause 6.6.3.3.2 first determines if integrity protection of XML MIME bodies is required and then calls the necessary procedures to integrity protect each XML MIME body if integrity protection is required. Each XML MIME body has its own signature.
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
