User identities

When the UE accesses the 5GCN, the same permanent identities for 3GPP access are used to identify the subscriber for non-3GPP access authentication, authorization and accounting services. 

The Subscription Permanent Identifier (SUPI) is defined in 3GPP TS 33.501 [5]. The IMSI and network specific identifier are valid SUPI types. When the SUPI is defined as a network specific identifier, it shall take the form of a Network Access Identifier (NAI) (see 3GPP TS 23.003 [8]). The Subscription Concealed Identifier (SUCI) is a privacy identifier and is calculated from SUPI. When the SUPI is defined as a network specific identifier and takes the form of NAI, the corresponding SUCI shall take the form of an NAI and is derived as specified in 3GPP TS 23.003 [8].
User identification in non-3GPP accesses can require additional identities that are out of the scope of 3GPP.
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
