Overall description
During the discussion on the Service Area Restriction, CT1 have different understanding on whether the UE is allowed to include Uplink data status IE in service request message when responding to paging in non-allowed area.

According to following SA2 requirement:

“Non-Allowed Area:


In a Non-Allowed Area a UE is service area restricted based on subscription. The UE and the network are not allowed to initiate Service Request or SM signalling to obtain user services (both in CM-IDLE and in CM-CONNECTED states). The UE shall not use the entering of a Non-Allowed Area as a criterion for Cell Reselection, a trigger for PLMN Selection or Domain selection for UE originating sessions or calls. The RRC procedures while the UE is in CM-CONNECTED with RRC Inactive state are unchanged compared to when the UE is in an Allowed Area. The RM procedures are unchanged compared to when the UE is in an Allowed Area. The UE in a Non-Allowed Area shall respond to core network paging or NAS Notification message from non-3GPP access with Service Request and RAN paging.”
Some companies in CT1 think the UE is not allowed to include Uplink data status IE in service request message when responding to paging in non-allowed area according to “The UE and the network are not allowed to initiate Service Request or SM signalling to obtain user services (both in CM-IDLE and in CM-CONNECTED states)”.
While some companies in CT1 believe the UE is allowed to include Uplink data status IE in service request message when responding to paging in non-allowed area based on “The UE in a Non-Allowed Area shall respond to core network paging or NAS Notification message from non-3GPP access with Service Request and RAN paging”.

CT1 kindly requests SA2 to give feedback on the above issue.
