The external alternative identity is provisioned in the service data in a blob in the HSS for the subscriber having the ability to use this identity.

Subscription modeling

The figure below shows how the external alternative identity can be provisioned in the HSS as service data for the served user. The IRS can contain other (virtual) identities. The UE will learn that it can use the external alternative identity by a yet undefined mechanism that could be based on e.g. XCAP or device configuration.

Call handling
An originating UE uses the Alternative-Identity header field to indicate that it wishes to make a call using the external alternative identity, and the network uses the Alternative-Identity header field to indicate to the UE that it was reached by a call towards the external alternative identity.
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
