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Action/Decision Requested:

ETSI TC TISPAN is continuing work on PSTN/ISDN simulation services based on SIP as part of the NGN project. In the process of analysing the requirements pertaining to those services, ETSI TISPAN has identified the need for a number of SIP extensions.

The discussion paper C1-050601submitted as a company contribution by T-mobile to this CT1 meeting contains the current understanding of those requirements partially reviewed and will be hopefully agreed by a conference call of ETSI TISPAN WG3 when finalised after the collation of comments. 3GPP CT1 will be sent the later version of the initial internet-draft when available. Deutsche Telekom will submit this finalised Internet-draft to the IETF for discussion on the appropriate IETF email list and hopefully discussed at the next IETF meeting in Paris.

ETSI TISPAN kindly asks 3GPP:

· To comment on those requirements

· To provide any advice on to the procedural aspects for submitting such internet drafts to IETF

· To support the finalised Internet-Draft.

Background information:

During discussions in TISPAN #04 (13-17 September, Sophia-Antipolis), it was proposed in a set of contributions that there are requirements for the ETSI TISPAN NGN specification of the NGN IMS (SIP)-based subsystem work to allow support of existing fixed line Supplementary Services.   These supplementary services include:

· Call Completion on Busy Subscriber

· Malicious Call Identification

· Call Diversion Services

· Conference Call

· Message Waiting Indication

· Calling Line Identification Presentation and CLI Restriction

· Connected Line Identification Presentation and COL Restriction

· Call Waiting

· HOLD

· Advice of Charge

· Anonymous Call Rejection

ETSI TISPAN is committed to reuse as far as possible the capabilities provided by IMS as specified by 3GPP.  Hence, as far as possible, the Supplementary Services identified in TISPAN #04 that will need to be implemented as services to be provided by a ETSI TISPAN NGN should make use of the existing 3GPP IMS Services architecture, capabilities and protocols. 

ETSI TISPAN understands that the 3GPP Service framework is intended to be flexible enough to enable an operator to define and implement/deploy/provide services without the need for the standardization of specific services in detail.  However, it is also felt by TISPAN that the Services framework in 3GPP IMS may well not take into account the implementation requirements of fixed line services, and specifically fixed line supplementary services.  

ETSI TISPAN will continue to consider the implementation of the Supplementary Service set within an NGN in a way that remains compliant with current 3GPP IMS specifications.  However, where TISPAN identify specific requirements that are not currently addressed by the 3GPP IMS definitions, TISPAN will communicate these to 3GPP via individual company contributions.  

ETSI TISPAN thanks the 3GPP groups addressed for their feedback and would welcome inputs from or active participation of 3GPP experts in the NGN subject area in future ETSI TISPAN meetings.  This may be facilitated by co-location of relevant 3GPP Technical Specification Group (e.g. CN1 for stage 3 Supplementary services) and ETSI TISPAN meetings (e.g. WG3 for Stage 3 Supplementary services), specific NGN and IMS related agenda items on 3GPP group agendas and 3GPP driven contributions to TISPAN meetings.   
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
