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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks SA4 for their liaison statement in S4-050671 / C1-051333.

CT1 has studied this issue and would like to inform that the only mechanism CT1 is aware of and used by specifications under custody of CT1 (i.e., TS 24.008) is Network Identity and TimeZone (NITZ). The use of NITZ provides means for transferring current PLMN identity, time, daylight saving time and local timezone to terminals. 

However, CT1 is of the opinion that the NITZ mechanism does not fulfil the service requirements identified by SA4 in S4-050671. For example, TS 24.008 states that “The mobile station shall not assume that the time information is accurate”. Additionally, CT1 would like to indicate that the NITZ mechanism is an optional feature for both networks and terminals. Also, the use of the time information provided via NITZ is a terminal manufacturer issue as specified by TS 22.042.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
CT1 kindly recommends SA4 to consider this information and take it into account in their studies on application level clock for synchronization of the BM-SC and the UE supporting MBMS.
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
