TS 183 016 NGN IMS Supplementary Services; Malicious Call Identification (MCID)

TS 183 029 NGN IMS Supplementary Services; Explicit Communication Transfer (ECT)

In addition to the supplementary services TS 183 010 “XCAP Application Usage for PSTN/ISDN Simulation Services” has been TB approved and TS 183 028 Common basic communication procedures
In a liaison to TISPAN SA 1 has indicated “SA1 would like to inform that we are currently developing TR 22.973, IMS Multimedia Telephony Communication Enabler and supplementary services on how to include IP Multimedia Telephony service based on the TISPAN Simulated Service into IMS. Even though the TR is not finalized yet, SA1 has decided that the TISPAN simulation services should form the basis of the 3GPP multimedia telephony services so a high level of future interaction between SA1 and TISPAN WG 1 is anticipated” Extract from (S1-051254)

It is agreed that 3GPP stage 3 specifications shall be produced in accordance with the services endorsed by SA 1.
Endorsement of stage 3 supplementary service description

We believe that similar type of endorsement activity shall be progressed in CT 1, where CT 1 endorses the output of TISPAN. However in this phase some of specifications do not require endorsement. We were mainly thinking of the hold and conference communication supplementary service where TISPAN documentation mainly makes endorsement of 3GPP documentation.

In the present WID it is assumed that one TS shall be developed for IMS multimedia telephone service.

We can see two ways of documenting this

1)
for each supplementary service to be endorsed 3GPP makes an stand alone endorsement specification with its own number.

2)
All the endorsed specifications are a part of multimedia telephony service stage 3 document which also specify other aspect of the service. E.g. make reference to TS 24.229 for basic call.

Ericsson proposes to use the second approach in line with what the WID is proposing.
