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1. Overall Description:

In CT1#41, discussion took place related to the use of temporary public user identity in registration procedures. A CR to Release 5 version of TS 24.229 and its mirror CRs to Release 6 and 7 proposed to restrict the use of the temporary public user identity to initial registration procedures, if the temporary public user identity is barred upon successful registration. Therefore, it was proposed that one of the implicitly registered public user identities shall be used for subsequent registration procedures. This was proposed as an alignment to Stage 2 procedures defined in TS 23.228.
However, during the discussion of this CR, CT1 commented that using a different public user identity in subsequent registration procedures would break the procedures described in RFC 3261. It is recommended that if the temporary public user identity is used in initial registration, then it must also be used in subsequent registration requests. However, it must still be restricted from using the temporary pubic user identity for non-registration procedures. 
Therefore, it was proposed that the text currently existing in TS 24.229 should remain, and the text in TS 23.228, Annex E.3.1 that restricts the use of the temporary public user identity to initial registration procedures, if the temporary public user identity is set to barred upon successful registration should be aligned to the procedures in TS 24.229. 
2. Actions:

To SA3 group 
ACTION: 
CT1 kindly asks SA3 to take into consideration the use of public user identities in the REGISTER request as required by RFC 3261 and to examine the use of the temporary pubic user identity in all registration procedures (including initial registration, user-initiated reregistration, user-initiated deregistration) when the UICC does not have an ISIM. CT1 ask SA3 to inform CT1 and SA2 on any decision made to allow or disallow the use of temporary public user identity in subsequent registration requests.
To SA2 group
ACTION: 
CT1 kindly ask SA2 to reconsider the text in TS 23.228 Annex E.3.1 for the use of the temporary public user identity in registration procedures and to take into account the information above and thus remove the restriction of the use of the temporary public user identity for subsequent registration procedures. SA2 are kindly asked to inform CT1 of any changes to the relevant text.
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
