Emergency service

5.1.6.1
General

The emergency service is independent from any other IM services that the user is subscribed to with the home operator. The emergency service pertains only to the idividual user and not to the subscription [e.g. the emergency public user identity is not shared with other users belonging to the subscription]. Hence, the emergency registration that is immediately followed by an emergency call is independent from any other registrations that the user may have with the IM CN subsystem, in spite of user using the same private user identity during authentication.
The P-CSCF handling the emergency registration and emergency calls may be either the same or different that the P-CSCF handling the user's other registrations and associated non-emergency calls. The IP address that the user employs for emergency service (and specifies as a contact IP address) may be different then the IP address used for non-emergency IM services. The protected ports used for emergency service are distinct form the protected ports that the user employs for non-emergency IM services. Hence, the security associations that will be used for emergency communication are independent from, and in addition to the security association that the UE uses for other non-emergency communication. In addition, the reg-event pertaining to the emergency public user identity is unrelated to the reg-event pertaining to the non-emergency public user identities of the same user. Hence, the subscribers that have explicitly subscribed to the reg-event of the emergency public user identity will be notified only about the state transitions of the emergency public user identity, i.e. the respective NOTIFY request will not include any information pertaining to the non-emergency public user identities belonging to the user. The information pertaining to the non-emergency public user identities may be obtained via a separate subscription to the reg-event of the non-emergency public user identities.  
A CS and IM CN subsystem capable UE shall follow the conventions and rules specified in 3GPP TS 22.101 [1A] and 3GPP TS 23.167 [8D] to select the domain for the emergency call attempt. If the CS domain is selected, the UE shall attempt an emergency call setup according to the procedures described in 3GPP TS 24.008 [8]. If the IM CN subsystem is selected, the UE shall attempt an emergency call setup according to the procedures described in this document.
