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1. Overall Description:

During CT1#42bis discussion in Montreal, CT1 has raised the following questions:
Q1: Are emergency numbers and emergency URIs allocated per country but also per network operator? 
If emergency numbers and emergency URIs can be only allocated per country, then the implementation of some specific emergency service procedures can be simplified by handling solely MCC codes. MNC codes would be irrelevant. 
Q2: What would be a rational delay for an emergency centre or a PSAP to call back the user after it performs an emergency session?
There is a direct relation between this delay and the duration of an IMS emergency registration. Indeed the duration an IMS emergency registration shall allow a potential call back from an emergency centre or a PSAP. The implementation choice of some procedures depends of this “typical” emergency registration duration e.g. whether this duration should be a matter of few minutes or several hours.
