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Introduction

The section 1 “Scope” of 3GPP TS 24.305 contains an editor’s note indicating the version of the OMA Device Management (DM) protocol specifications to be used is for further study. This was included in the specification because of discussion on whether the 1.1.2 or 1.2 version of the OMA DM protocol specification should be followed.
In order to progress the work on SDoUE is necessary to add the appropriate reference to the OMA DM protocol specification.

At the last CT1#42 meeting OMA DM working group answered by means of LS in C1-060650 to previous LS from CT1 that asks several questions in order to decide which version of OMA DM specification to use for new release version of 3GPP specifications. 

The reply LS from the OMA DM working groups seems to indicate that there is no reason to not support OMA DM 1.2 for the Rel-7 version of the 3GPP specifications. The OMA DM working groups inform CT1 that the OMA DM 1.2 release contains all the features of the older release and some further enhancements. 

Proposal

Taking into account all information provided by the OMA DM working group, this contribution proposes to adopt the 1.2 release version of the OMA DM protocol specifications as the appropriate version of OMA DM for the SDoUE MO.

Scope

The present document provides the protocol details and corresponding behaviour for a mobile device Selective Disabling of 3GPP UE Capabilities (SDoUE) Management Object (MO). 

The Selective Disabling of 3GPP UE Capabilities (SDoUE) Management Object is compatible with the OMA Device Management (DM) protocol specifications, version 1.2 and upwards, and is defined using the OMA DM Device Description Framework (DDF) as described in OMA-DTD SYNCML-DMDDF 1.2 [8].

The Selective Disabling of 3GPP UE Capabilities Management Object consists of the relevant parameters that can be managed for selective Disabling of UE capabilities. 

The Selective Disabling of 3GPP UE Capabilities Management Object defines a repository of data into the ME.
