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Introduction

Currently, all voice calls from and to a VCC UE aren’t always VCC call even if VCC UE is VCC capable User Equipment with an active VCC subscription.

For example, if voice call from and to VCC UE is anchored at VCC application in the home IMS to provide voice continuity for the user during transition between the CS domain and the IMS, then the voice call can be real VCC call. Otherwise, the voice call is appropriate for rather normal CS call or normal IMS call than VCC call even though the voice call comes from or to VCC UE. This means voice calls that are not anchored can be handled according to the normal CS call or normal IMS call origination & terminating procedures.

Therefore, voice calls from and to a VCC UE need to be identified and clarified at atge3.
Proposal

It is proposed that the definition of voice call on VCC UE is identified in subclause 3.1

Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the [following] terms and definitions [given in ... and the following] apply.

Retarget: 
A SIP request is retargeted when the original "target" indicated by the Request-URI is changed to a new "target" by changing the Request-URI.
VCC   call:         Voice calls that should be anchored at the VCC application in the home IMS to provide voice

continuity for the user during transition between the CS domain and the IMS.
Normal CS call:    Voice calls that provide CS voice service (Teleservice) in CS domain.

Normal IMS call:  Voice calls that provide full duplex speech component of IMS multimedia telephony
service in IMS domain.
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
