This work item addresses protocol enhancements driven by performance requirements and regional requirements of cable networks.

Objective

The objective of this work item is to enhance IMS protocols in support for regional requirements as well as network performance. Specific requirements to be addressed in this work item include:

•
Local Number Portability for the IMS

•
Equal Access Carrier Routing for the IMS

Cable requirements are driven by cable deployments. As such, this work item will not place additional requirements on mobile networks or non-cable network operators. Enhancements will be pursued so that any other broadband access network with similar requirements may choose to support the enhancements required for cable networks. These enhancements are focused on network signalling details and will not impact the IMS architecture. 
Relevant information on the cable deployment models and associated service, operational and platform related requirements are documented in following CableLabs specification. This specification helps clarify the scope and nature of cable service, operational and architectural requirements.
