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FIRST CHANGE
5.1.6.1
General

A CS and IM CN subsystem capable UE shall follow the conventions and rules specified in 3GPP TS 22.101 [1A] and 3GPP TS 23.167 [8D] to select the domain for the emergency call attempt. If the CS domain is selected, the UE shall attempt an emergency call setup according to the procedures described in 3GPP TS 24.008 [8].
The UE shall determine, whether it is currently attached to its home operators network or to a visited network by applying access technology specific procedures described in annexes B, D, E and H.
If the IM CN subsystem is selected and the UE is currently attached to its home operators network and the UE is currently registered, the UE shall attempt an emergency call as described in subclause 5.1.6.8.4.

If the IM CN subsystem is selected and the UE is currently attached to its home operators network and the UE is not currently registered, the UE shall:

1)
perform an initial emergency registration, as described in subclause 5.1.6.2; and

2)
attempt an emergency call as described in subclause 5.1.6.8.3.
If the IM CN subsystem is selected and the UE is attached to a visited network and the assigned P-CSCF is from its home operator’s network, the UE shall:

1)
perform an initial emergency registration, as described in subclause 5.1.6.2; and

2)
attempt an emergency call as described in subclause 5.1.6.8.3.

The IP-CAN can, dependant on the IP-CAN capabilities, provide local emergency numbers to the UE which has that capability, in order for the UE to recognize these numbers as emergency call.

SECOND CHANGE (GPRS)
B.2.2.6
Emergency service

Editor's note:
The UE will attach to the network and perform PDP context activation according to the procedures described in 3GPP TS 23.060 and 3GPP TS 23.167. This subclause will describe these changes as outlined by 3GPP TS 24.008.
In order to find out whether the UE is attached to the home operators network or to a visited network, the UE shall compare the MCC and MNC values derived from its IMSI with the MCC and MNC of the serving PLMN. If the MCC and MNC of the serving PLMN do not match with the IMSI MCC and MNC, then for the purpose of IMS emergency call the UE shall consider to be attached to visited network. 

NOTE: 
In this respect an equivalent HPLMN is considered as roaming in visited network.
THIRD CHANGE (I-WLAN)
D.2.2.3
Emergency service

No additional requirements apply to emergency calls.
NOTE: 
The UE follows the procedures for network selection for emergency case, as described in 3GPP TS 24.234 [8C] subclause 5.2.5
In order to find out whether the WLAN UE is attached to the home operators network, the WLAN UE shall check the PLMN selected in the I-WLAN PLMN selection procedures described in 3GPP TS 24.234:

(i) If the selected PLMN is the HPLMN, then the WLAN UE  is not roaming and considers itself to be attached to the home operators network.

(ii)  If the selected PLMN is another PLMN, the WLAN UE shall consider itself to be attached to visited network. In this case, the WLAN UE shall additionally check whether any of the I-WLAN tunnels it has available are to a PDG in the visited network via examining the realm part of the W-APN identity for the I-WLAN tunnel. A WLAN UE attached to the visited network with an I-WLAN tunnel in that visited network shall consider itself to additionally have  3GPP IP access in the VPLMN.
FOURTH CHANGE (xDSL )
E.2.2.3
Emergency service

If attached to network via xDSL access technology, the UE shall always consider being attached to home operators network for the purpose of emergency calls.
NOTE:
In xDSL the UE is unable to receive any indication from the network, that would allow the UE to determine, whether it is currently attached to the home operators network or a visited network, so the UE assumes itself always attached to the home operators network when connected via xDSL access technology.
FIFTH AND LAST CHANGE (DOCSIS )
H.2.2.4
Emergency service

If attached to network via DOCSIS access technology, the UE shall always consider being attached to home operators network for the purpose of emergency calls.
NOTE:
In DOCSIS the UE is unable to receive any indication from the network, that would allow the UE to determine, whether it is currently attached to the home operators network or a visited network, so the UE assumes itself always attached to the home operators network.  when connected via DOCSIS access technology. 
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
