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	A Service provider acquires a very limited number of E.164 numbers. To assume that the Service provider that has tens of millions of subscribers will be able to provide an additional emergency E.164 numbere to each subscriber is unrealistic.  Hence, some Service providers may decide not to provide additional emergency tel URI to every subscriber, but rather let the subscriber be contacted via a general tel URI for all incoming calls [i.e. the emergency callbacks and other incoming calls]. This is not harmful, since the emergency registration that precedes the emergency call is of short duration. During this brief duration, the callbacks should be directed to the contact address specified in the emergency registration. Therefore, if the tel URI and associated emergency contact address is registered with the higest qvalu, all incoming callbacks to the the tel URI [and other calls to the tel URI] will be routed to the emergency contact address. In the case when dedicated emergency tel URI is used, the highest qvalue has no effect on the routing of the incoming call, since there is only one contact address registered for emergency tel URI.

Initial emergency registration

Editor's note: It needs to be stated that the UE must be capable to handle the emergency registration completely independent of a possible already existing registration. The already existing (non-emergency) registration shall not be influenced by the parallel emergency registration.

When a UE performs an initial emergency registration the UE shall perform the actions as specified in subclause 5.1.1.2 with the following additions:

-
the UE shall populate the To and From header in the REGISTER request with the emergency public user identity as specified in 3GPP TS 23.003 [3]. When registereing the emergency public user identity, the associated tel UEI shall be implicitly registered;

-
the UE shall register the emergency public user identity and the associated implicitly registered tel URI with the highest qvalue, and indicate it in the Contact header of the emergency REGISTER request.
NOTE 1:
In the case that the same tel URI is used for emergency and non-emergency services, the highest qvalue will insure that, during the brief emergency registration, all incoming calls to the indicated tel URI are directed to the contact address specified in the emergency registration.
