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The appended document is a proposal for the outline of the TR on CT1 aspects of SAE.
The main features are: 

- The TR is mainly structured according to features. 

- Clauses 4, 5, 7 – 10, are provided for the discussion of specific features. 

- Text that is intended to be transferred to TSs is collected in subclause 4.2 (for network selection/TS 23.122) and clause 6 (for the NAS protocol between UE and MME/new TS).
