 Retrieval of Public User Identity information
When the CSI AS upon receiving a third party REGISTER request responds to it with the SIP 200 OK response successfully, the CSI AS may subscribe to the “reg-event” package as specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [5] in order to obtain a list of all the registered public user identities of the user including implicitly registered public user identities and additional information per public user identity as media feature tags and the GRUU registered by the CUA. A list of the public user identities may also be requested from via Sh interface as specified in 3GGP TS 29.328 [16]. In this case the service profile for each public user identity can be obtained from the HSS.
The information about the public user identities may also be provisioned in the AS.
NOTE: It is assumed that the CSI AS receives a third-party REGISTER. The third party register can be triggered by that the CUA included in the Contact header in the REGISTER request feature tag value(s) of “+g.3gpp.cs-voice” and “+g.3gpp.cs-video”or both.
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
