Call Initiation towards the CS domain 

When the CSI AS initiates a session towards the CS domain the CSI AS shall perform the third party call control, as specified 5.7.5 of 3GPP TS 24.229[5] including the following: 

1)
The CSI AS creates the SIP INVITE request setting the Request-URI and To header to a Tel-URI which is an alias of the SIP-URI which is included in the received SIP INVITE request. 
NOTE:
The CSI AS maps between SIP-URI and Tel-URI  from information provided by the HSS about alias URIs, as specified in 3GPP TS 29.328[16] .

2) The CSI AS adds the address of BGCF in the Route header as the second topmost entry 
3)
The CSI AS populates the SDP with the voice media parameters which is included in the SIP INVITE from the originating UE.

4) The CSI AS sends the SIP INVITE towards the S-CSCF for further routeing.
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
