Introduction

The introduction of Cr overlaps that of the Mp interface for direct control of Media Resources. This contribution recommends that the discussion of direct control is moved to the Mp interface. If an alternative protocol is motivated then that discussion should be taken up in the context of Mp instead of trying to create duplicate interfaces.

Discussion

The similarities and purpose of the Cr interface and Mp are too close in order to conclude the discussion in CT1. The Cr interface proposes a direct control of media resources which includes low level control like starting an announcement or setting up a conference.

The intention of this contribution is not to start a debate over the benefits of one approach or another but it is important to have the discussion on the right context. The recommentation is to move the discussion of a new direct protocol to the Mp interface.

4.7.1
Recommendation on CR interface

The proposed introduction of Cr interface for a direct control overlaps the purpose of the Mp interface. They share many similarities which makes it unclear why a new interface is required. 3gpp has an architecture that accommodates for direct control, namely the Mp interface. By introducing the Cr interface it will create competing interfaces.

The assumption on the introduction of Cr interface is that there has to be a split between AS and MRFC but that is not normally the case. Many specifications indicate that AS and MRFC are combined. When requiring direct control from the AS and bypass the S-CSCF the MRFC should be combined with AS.

Currently the Mp interface has H.248 as the selected protocol. If an alternative protocol for direct control is needed other than H.248 then the discussion should be taken over the Mp interface and not through the introduction of Cr interface.
