9.3.3.X   Forking handling

When the CSI AS receives a multimedia session targeted toward a public user identity shared by several UEs, the CSI AS obtains the capabilities of the termianting UEs and assists the S-CSCF to handle the forking process in accordance with RFC 3261[17] with the following additions:
1) The CSI AS contructs different session requests according to the different terminating UEs' capabilities:

a) for the CUA , it splits the multimedia session into one reltime session and one non reltime session; 
b) for the normal IMS UE, it constructs multimedia session request. 
2) The CSI AS adds different caller preferences before sending these session requests towards the S-CSCF. 
a) for the CUA, it adds caller preferences suitable for the CUA (e.g. CS-Voice and/or CS-Video) to the session request which will be routed towards CUA; 
b) for the normal IMS UE, it adds suitable caller preferences to multimedia session requests which will be routed towards normal IMS UEs.
