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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank RAN3 and RAN2 for their LS in C1-070961 / R3-070700 on NAS Handling during intra-LTE handovers.

CT1 has analysed the different solutions, it seems to CT1 that the option 1, i.e. to rely on NAS timers, is not the optimized one, for two main reasons:

· it is better to find a solution independent from the NAS timers in order to not put constraints related to this particular issue on the setting of those timers, 
· it seems that option 3 would be anyway better than option 1 from the end user perspective: CT1 understands that in option 3, the S1 AP layer in the EPC could repeat the message itself upon receiving the non-delivery (reject) indication. Therefore such a repetition could be driven by a specific S1 AP dedicated timer which could be made shorter than the regular NAS timers. 
CT1 then leaves it up to RAN3 to decide between option 2 and option 3 taking into account the complexity of implementing each of those. However, it also seems to CT1 that option 3 should be better than option 2 in some scenarios : e.g. handling of failure of the handover when the UE moves back to the source eNB.
