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1. Overall Description

RAN WG2 has further analyzed whether utilization of existing mechanism would satisfy the requirement given in RED WI.

It has been analyzed that utilizing the existing mechanism, by putting majority of UE into URA_PCH states and using overlapping URAs, would satisfy the requirement set by RED.  However, whether an operator puts the majority of the non-active users to URA_PCH state or idle mode is an operator’s decision, based on the trade-off between the resource availability and connection delay.  In case an operator prefers to utilize more resources by putting majority of the non-active users into idle mode, relying on this solution alone is not desirable.

Therefore, as stated in the previous LS from RAN2 (R2-071013), it is felt that multi-TA-like registration solution should be considered.  RAN2 would also like to express a preference to have multi-TA-like solution over overlapping TA-like solution, so that a common mechanism can be used between UMTS, GERAN, and E-UTRAN.  This preference is also expressed by GERAN as well.

2. Actions

RAN WG2 kindly asks SA WG2 to study the architectural impact of introducing the multi-TA-like solution to UMTS, and split the work to relevant WGs accordingly.
