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Background
When the call forwarding supplementary service was developed in TISPAN it was discussed how to handle the forwarded call from the AS back to S-CSCF. It was felt that the originating case should be used and that the one that makes the call forwarding should be the user for which the IFC should be executed. However at that time it was decided, since this required extension to SIP so TISPAN release 1 call forwarding procedure would use the terminating call case for Release1. An ID has been introduced to IETF "draft-vanelburg-sipping-served-user", which defined a new header intended to be used when call forwarding should apply as an originating case call.
The P-Served-User draft has been discussed on the list for a considerable time now.

Comments received have not uncovered any fundamental deficiency, but where merely improvements. Therefore the draft can be considered stable. Some more comments on the 01 version, but those are rather minor and will be incorporated in a 02 version.
CRs in S2-072085 and S2-072086 were approved at the last SA 2 meeting, where the CRs shall apply for both Release 7 and 8.to our understanding this new procedure for call forwarding will also require changes to the AS TS 24.173 for the call forwarding service.

We see two possibilities how to progress the work.

1) CT 1 adopts the P-Served User draft for release 7, or

2) Send an LS back to SA 2 and tell them that we cannot do the work in Release 7 but very likely for Release 8.
