6.2.x.1
General
The Service request procedure is initiated by the UE. The service request procedure is used to trigger the network to assign radio bearer. This procedure is used for

-
the network to transfer down link signalling,

-
transferring uplink and downlink user data.

Editor's note: The interaction of this procedure with other MM procedures is FFS.

6.2.x.2
Service request procedure initiation

The UE initiates the service request procedure by sending a SERVICE REQUEST message to the MME. The message SERVICE REQUEST shall contain the S-TMSI together with the associated TAI, and the Service type.

Upon receipt of the SERVICE REQUEST message, the MME may initiate the authentication procedure.

6.2.x.3
Service request procedure accepted by the network

If the SERVICE REQUEST message has been accepted by the network, the MME shall send a S1-AP INITIAL CONTEXT SETUP REQUEST message to the eNodeB as described in detail in 3GPP TS 36.300 [xx]. The message shall include the severing GW address, the Uplink S1-TEIDs, the bearer QoS, the security context and the MME signalling connection ID. At successful completion of a service request procedure, a radio bearer is established between the UE and the eNodeB, which implicitly confirms the SERVICE REQUEST message. The MME shall send UPDATE BEARER REQUEST message including the eNodeB address, the downlink S1-TEIDs to the serving GW.
