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The service request procedure is introduced.

6.2.6.1
Service request procedure

6.2.6.1.1
General

The service request procedure is initiated by the UE. The service request procedure is used to trigger the network to assign radio bearer. This procedure is used for

-
the network to transfer down link signalling,

-
transferring uplink and downlink user data.

Editor's note: The interaction of this procedure with other MM procedures is FFS.

6.2.6.1.2
Service request procedure initiation

The UE initiates the service request procedure by sending a SERVICE REQUEST message to the MME. The message SERVICE REQUEST shall contain the S-TMSI and the Service type.

Editor's Note: The criteria for initiating the Service Request are FFS.

Upon receipt of the SERVICE REQUEST message, the MME may initiate the authentication procedure.

6.2.6.1.3
Service request procedure accepted by the network
If the SERVICE REQUEST message was sent, the indication from the lower layers that the user plane security is set up shall be treated as a successful completion of the procedure. The control timer A for this procedure shall be stopped。

Editor's Note: The name of the control timer A for service request procedure in EPS is FFS.

At successful completion of a service request procedure for transfer data, the UE shall start an control timer B. The control timer B shall be stopped when the network releases the radio access bearer of any active EPS bearer context. The UE shall not issue another Service Request with service type "data" while the control timer B is running. 

Editor's Note: The name of the control timer B after completion of service request procedure for data in EPS is FFS.

The network may indicate a value for the control timer B in the ATTACH ACCEPT or TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT messages. The last provided value of the control timer B shall be used by the MS. If the information element control timer B value is not included in the ATTACH ACCEPT or TRACKING AREA UPDATE ACCEPT messages, the default value shall be used. If the the control timer B value received by the UE contains an indication that the timer is deactivated or the timer value is zero, then the UE shall use the default value.
Editor's Note: The name of the control timer B after completion of service request procedure for data in EPS is FFS.

If this procedure is used for the network to transfer down link signalling, after completion of service request procedure , the network will not establish the radio and S1 bearers for the UE.
If this procedure is used for the network to transfer data,after completion of service request procedure, the network will establish the radio and S1 bearers for all activited EPS bearers.

6.2.6.1.4
Service request procedure not accepted by the network

If the Service request cannot be accepted, the network returns a SERVICE REJECT message to the UE. An UE that receives a SERVICE REJECT message stops the control timer A. The UE shall then take different actions depending on the received reject cause value:
