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1. Overall Description:

CT1 is working for CSI capability exchange between UEs that use CSI (as defined in TS 23.279 and TS24.279) and UEs that use IMS and the PS domain for all type of media (as defined in 23.228 and 24.229) with IMS origination and CSI termination. Details on this requirement can be found in TS22.228 and TS23.279. In the context of this requirement, CT1 has identified that it may be a need for the MGCF to perform interworking between UUS1 (i.e. the CSI specific additions as defined in 24.008) and corresponding SIP (as detailed in 24.229), but is unsure on the stage-3 complexity and feasibility of performing such interworking in the MGCF.

The necessity of this Interworking feature is clearly mentioned both SA WG1 and SA WG2. In SA WG1, it is clearly mentioned that IMS may support the interoperability of User-to-User Signalling services with the PSTN/ISDN and vice versa as TISPAN stage-1 input (as defined in 22.228). In SA WG2, it is also mentioned that the MGCF may interworks the UUS1 element between the IMS and the CS domain for the CSI termination (as defined in 23.279).

Hence it is clear that this feature need to be implemented in Rel-8 timeframe. However, this work hasn’t yet been started in CT3. So CT1 is now hesitating to progress CSI Interworking issue which need MGCF Interworking.

Therefore, CT1 would like to request feedback from CT3 whether to put such requirement for the MGCF interworking and have the plan to progress this requirement in CT3. Also, CT1 would like to know that such implementation should be possible to complete in Rel-8 timeframe when CT3 has the plan to implement this requirement. 
Based on the answer from CT3, CT1 will decide how to progress such requirement on the MGCF for the support of CSI interworking. In addition, we should do more detail progress on this in parallel at CT1 and CT3 based on the answer from CT3.
