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Introduction

TR 24.801 [1] contains information regarding the attach procedure initiation in the section, but the information provided is not up to date with the latest approval of TS 23.401 [3] and latest CRs. 

At present, many contentious issues stalled because of uncertainty in the stage 2 specifications are now resolved and CT1 can continue progressing work in TR 24.801 [1].
Discussion
The section 6.2.5.1.5 of TR 24.801 [1] ‘Attach not accepted by the network’ indicates that an ATTACH REJECT message is sent to the UE.

If the attach cannot be accepted by the network, the MME shall send an ATTACH REJECT message to the UE including an appropriate reject cause value.
However, the ATTACH REJECT message is currently unspecified. This message should contain a mandatory cause value to notify the UE about the reason of the reject. The cause value might be well be similar as today’s GMM cause value IE. However, this is for further study, since there is a need to investigate whether the existing cause values defined can be re-used without change.

Finally, the ATTACH REJECT message should be integrity protected in order to avoid a number of important attacks. Then, a Message Authentication Code (MAC) and NAS message sequence number IE should be added to the messages. 

Proposal

It is proposed to update the 3GPP TR 24.801 [1] with the proposed text below.
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1st Change
