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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks SA2 for their reply LS on network initiated PDP context. CT1 discussed several proposals to solve the problem and did not come up with a solution that was agreed by all companies. This LS indicates some of the comments given, in order to show to SA2 the problems that came up during discussions. It is believed, that the interested companies will come up with related CRs to the next SA2 meeting, in order to provide a solution within an acceptable time frame.

All following issues and proposals were raised by at least one or more companies within CT1:

1. It was questioned whether the solution to the problem should be solved by means provided by SIP or SDP. It was said, that PCC was initially designed to not impact UE implementations and therefore the solution to the problem should be contained in PCC only, i.e. should not influence SIP message flows.

2. It was questioned whether the solution (on SIP / SDP level) is really needed for the case when the UE initiates the PDP context for media. Some companies said, that the PDP context request from the UE would be sufficient for PCC to authorize the resource reservation needs of the UE and therefore no SDP Answer from the UE would be needed. This would lead to shorter call flows in these scenarios.

3. A solution based on SDP was discussed. This solution would have the advantage, that it could be defined in 3GPP CT1 without IETF involvement. The solution would work in both cases (network initiated / UE initiated), but it would mean that the P-CSCF changes the SDP in the INVITE, which is not in accordance with IETF procedures (although TS 24.229 already includes other P-CSCF procdures where the P-CSCF changes the SDP).

4. It was also proposed to ask IETF for a SIP-based solution, e.g. a new P-header. As it is not foreseeable, how long such a solution would take to standarize in IETF, it was indicated, that this might not work for 3GPP Rel-7 anymore.

It was nevertheless agreed, that any SIP / SDP based solution will be available earliest from Rel-7 onwards. This means, that a Rel-6 would not be able to apply the related procedures and therefore the PCC elements in the network could not receive a SDP Answer in the related scenario.

· whether the solution should apply for the network initiated as well as for the UE initiated case or only for the network initiated case

· whether the problem can be solved in a way, that it does not influence SIP/SDP call flows and therefore would not have any impact to the UE

· if the problem is solved by SIP or SDP means, whether this solution is needed already in Rel-7 or Rel-7 could be handled in the same way as Rel-6 (see above.
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
