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1. Overall Description:

CT1 finally agreed on a solution approach for Paging Permission with Access Control (PPAC). The approach is to enhance System Information Block 3 so that it will provide the capability to control paging response access attempt and location registration access attempt separately. The solution approach enhancing the paging message is not adopted because it is not able to solve the issue of the location management procedure when they are restricted due to access control. (see C1-080318 in detail)
Within the context of work, some company showed concerns on SIB size constraint that such SIB enhancement may not be possible. To clarify this issue, RAN2 kindly provided a LS response (C1-080337) to CT1 that there is no size constraint. On the other hands GERAN's response (C1-080036) was BCCH size is limited, and such size enhancement should be minimized. For this matter, considering the fact that there has been no corresponding input in GERAN to facilitate PPAC capability for one and half year, the work for GERAN agreed to be decoupled from the work for UTRAN. So the PPAC solution for GERAN may be different from that of UTRAN because of SIB constraint. PPAC for E-UTRAN is FFS. 
Taking above decision into account, CT1 would like to ask following action to experts.
