The cdma2000 HRPD system is a wireless mobile system developed under the auspices of 3GPP2. The cdma2000 HRPD system and its access network subsystem is compliant with 3GPP2 P.R0001 [y1]. The protocol architecture and signalling of the cdma2000 HRPD system are specified in 3GPP2 X.S0011 [y2] series which supports the cdma2000 HRPD air interface defined in 3GPP2 C.S0024-0 [y3] and 3GPP2 C.S0024-A [y4].

At present it is unclear whether the cdma2000 HPRD UE is equipped with a UICC in order to access the EPC via the cdma2000 HRPD access network. The expected input for this will come from SA1.
