	Summary of change:
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	The UE behavior with PPAC SIB3 enhancement is the same as the one with DSAC. As it is obvious, the difference with respect to MM capability is that PPAC only affect location / registration attempt. 

Thus, till now, domain specific access control is the only capability to create the situation of "barred domain", but when PPAC is applied, that state is also created by PPAC information element. 

The behavior of UE corresponds to various patterns of SIB3(e.g. DSAC and PPAC) is described in attached discussion paper. 

The policy of this specification work is to minimize the changes to TS24.008; therefore, the text incooperated by DSAC work is utilized as much as possible.
