Overview of IP Multimedia (IM) Core Network (CN) subsystem Service Continuity

4.1
General


In general, IMS Service Continuity provides the capability of continuing ongoing communication sessions with multiple media across different access networks or across different user equipments (UEs) under the control of the same subscriber. The main need for such continuity arises because (i) UEs with multimedia capabilities can move across a multiplicity of different access networks or because (ii) the users can move the media of their communication sessions across different UEs to best meet their communication preferences.
