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1. Introduction
In the current 3GPP TS 24.303, the Binding Update/Acknowledgement message descriptions lack detail on handling of non-DSMIPv6 flags that have been introduced into the Binding Update and Binding Acknowledgement flags field  of the base MIPv6 BU definition by  RFCs and ongoing drafts (e.g. PMIPv6). 

2. Reason for Change
The flag field area of the binding update and acknowledgement messages are a mandatory portion of the Binding Update and Binding Acknowledgement messages.
The current TS discusses setting of such flags as introduced by the base MIPv6 (e.g. H, L, K, A) as well as those introduced by the DSMIPv6 draft ( e.g. F, T).

Some of the original reserved bits of the flag fields of the BU and BA have now been defined in other RFCs (e.g. “M” flag – RFC4140 HMIP) and ongoing drafts (e.g. “P” flag – draft PMIPv6).
The TS should be explicit with respect to the handling of these existings flags and other flags that may be introduced in the future but do not strictly apply to DSMIPv6 usage within 3GPP.
3. Conclusions

Introduce text that explicitly states that other unspecified fields are not used by the TS.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.303.

B.0 
General

Only the message fields and the mobility options used in the DSMIPv6 procedures defined in this TS are present in this annex. Unspecified message fields and mobility options are not used by this specification.
The IP header, the home address destination option, and type 2 routing header option of the DSMIPv6 signalling messages are not included in this annex. They shall be set in the message as defined in the IETF RFC 3775 [6] and draft-ietf-mext-nemo-v4traversal[2].
