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1. Introduction

This p-CR proposes to update the Attach reject message to carry an ESM message and also add a new EMM cause. The reason for this is to make it possible for EMM to reject an Attach request when the reson for failure is in ESM.
2. Reason for Change
It has been decided that an UE shall not be allowed to be attached without successful EPS bearer setup, which introduces a dependancy between EMM and ESM. If attach is successful from an EMM point of view but EPS bearer setup fails it should be possible for EMM to send an Attach reject. For the network to transfer the failure cause to the UE two methods have been identified:
1) Keep Attach reject as is and extend the EMM causes with the possible ESM causes to reject attach request;

2) Add an information element in Attach reject to carry an ESM message and extend the EMM causes with a cause specifying that the error is in ESM.

The first method would introduce increased dependancy between EMM and ESM and EMM would need to know and be able to handle all possible ESM failure causes on the UE side.
The second method would introduce less EMM/ESM dependancy as EMM does not need to handle details of an ESM failure cause. When Attach reject according to the second method is received in the UE, EMM identifies that the reason is within ESM and tranfers the included ESM message to ESM for further processing. The method to piggy-back an ESM message in EMM is already used in other EMM messages.

3. Conclusions

The proposal of this p–CR is to agree on the second method as this will have less impact in EMM when attach is to be rejected due to an ESM failure.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.301 v0.4.0.
