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1. Introduction
An editor's note currently exists within TS 24.304 v0.5.0 subclause 4.2 regarding the particular type of NAI (e.g., root NAI, decorated NAI, etc.) used by the UE. This contribution provides text to resolve the editor's note by aligning with the procedures specified within TS 24.234 "3GPP System to Wireless Local Area Network (WLAN) interworking; WLAN User Equipment (WLAN UE) to network protocols; Stage 3".
2. Reason for Change
The change is necessary for completeness of the specification.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.304 v0.5.0.

4.2
Identities

In order to support MIPv4 FA mode mobility management with the EPC, the user identification shall take the form of an NAI as described in 3GPP TS 23.003 [4] and shall be used by the network and mobile clients. The username part of NAI shall be based on IMSI.
The network and UE shall use the Root NAI when the UE attempts a MIPv4 registration event directly with the home agent (HA), such as when the UE determines that it is back home (see subclause 5.3.2.2). The Root NAI format is specified in 3GPP TS 23.003 [4].

The network and UE shall use the Decorated NAI when the UE attempts a MIPv4 registration event through an FA within an access network in the non-3GPP access domain. The Decorated NAI format is specified in 3GPP TS 23.003 [4].
