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1. Introduction
In last SA2 meeting, SA2 agreed with CT1 preference of PDN disconnection issue and sent their LS (S2-085286 response to C1-082056) and the approved CR (S2-085118) on this issue.
2. Reason for Change
As we can see in their LS, following assumptions were agreed in SA2 based on the CT1 LS.
· UE may disconnect from the PDN indicated by the default APN as long as the UE keeps IP connectivity to at least one other PDN.

· If the UE initiates the PDN disconnection procedure for the only/last PDN it is currently connected to, the MME will reject the request. To release the last PDN connection, explicit Detach procedure shall be used instead.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.301 v040.

6.5.2.1
General

The purpose of the UE requested PDN disconnection procedure is for a UE to request disconnection from one PDN. With this procedure, all EPS bearer contexts established towards this PDN, including the default EPS bearer context, are released.

UE may disconnect from the PDN connection indicated by default APN as long as UE keeps at least one other PDN connectivity. In case UE requests the PDN disconnection  procedure for the last PDN connection, MME shall reject the request. To release the last PDN connection, explicit Detach procedure shall be used instead.

UE requested PDN disconnection procedure not accepted by the network

Upon receipt of the PDN DISCONNECT REQUEST message, if it is not accepted by the network, the MME shall send a PDN DISCONNECT REJECT message to the UE. This message shall include the PTI and a specific cause to indicate the reason to the UE.

Upon receipt of the PDN DISCONNECT REJECT message, the UE shall stop the timer T3492, enter the state PROCEDURE TRANSACTION INACTIVE and abort the PDN disconnection procedure.
The cause value typically indicates one of the following:
