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1. Overall Description:
CT1 discussed the case where a UE initiated service request may be initiated when the UE is in ECM-CONNECTED state. This case would be useful when uplink user data becomes available at the UE after a TAU Request with no Active Flag has been sent. In this case, no user plane bearers are available to send the uplink data. 
CT1 proposes that the UE send a service request while the UE is still in ECM-CONNECTED following the completion of the TAU procedure when it has user data pending and the active flag was not set, and before the UE receives the signalling connection release initiated by the MME releases of the S1 signalling connection,. 
If this were not to be supported, then the S1 signalling connection would need to be released by the MME after TAU Accept message, and the UE moves back to ECM Idle. Then a UE initiated service request procedure requires establishment of the S1 signalling connection again before the uplink data could be sent. This would result in unnecessary delay.
