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1. Introduction
This paper makes a proposal for the UE bahavior when the cause code in network initiated DETACH REQUEST messsage is different from the ones already defined.
2. Reason for Change
The current definition of network initiated detach procedure completion by the UE is incomplete with respect to potential EMM cause codes and UE reaction. 
3. Conclusions

In case of network initiated detach with detach type "re-attach not required" and the cause code is not included in the message or different from the ones already listed in chapter 5.5.2.3.2, it is proposed to let the network control when the UE initiates a new attach procedure by:

- adding the possibilty to update the value in the UE for T3402 in the DETACH REQUEST message, and;
- starting timer T3402 in the UE when this situation occurs.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.301 v0.4.0.

5.5.2.3.2
Network initiated detach procedure completion by the UE
When receiving the DETACH REQUEST message and the Detach type IE indicates "re-attach required", the UE shall deactivate the EPS bearer context(s) including the EPS default bearer context locally without peer-to-peer signalling between the UE and the MME. The UE shall then send a DETACH ACCEPT message to the network and enter state EMM-DEREGISTERED. The UE shall, after the completion of the detach procedure, initiate an attach procedure.
When receiving the DETACH REQUEST message and the Detach type IE indicates "re-attach not required", the UE shall deactivate the EPS bearer context(s) including the EPS default bearer context locally without peer-to-peer signalling between the UE and the MME. The UE shall then send a DETACH ACCEPT message to the network and enter state EMM-DEREGISTERED.

If the detach type IE indicates "re-attach required" then the UE shall ignore the cause code if received.

If the detach type IE indicates "re-attach not required", the UE shall take the following actions depending on the received EMM cause code:

(Illegal MS);

#6

(Illegal ME);


The UE shall set the EPS update status to EU3 ROAMING NOT ALLOWED (and shall store it according to subclause 5.1.3.3) and shall delete any GUTI, last visited registered TAI, TAI list and KSI. The UE shall consider the USIM as invalid for EPS services until switching off or the UICC containing the USIM is removed. The UE shall delete the list of equivalent PLMNs and shall enter the state EMM-DEREGISTERED.


If A/Gb mode or Iu mode is supported in the UE, the UE shall handle the MM parameters update status, TMSI, LAI and ciphering key sequence number and the GMM parameters GMM state, RAI, P-TMSI, P-TMSI signature, GPRS ciphering key sequence number and GPRS update status as specified in 3GPP TS 24.008 [6] for the case when a DETACH REQUEST is received with this cause value and with detach type set to "re-attach not required". The USIM shall also be considered as invalid for non-EPS services until switching off or the UICC containing the USIM is removed.

NOTE:
The possibility to configure a UE so that the radio transceiver for a specific radio access technology is not active, although it is implemented in the UE, is out of scope of the present specification.

#7

(GPRS services not allowed);


The UE shall set the EPS update status to EU3 ROAMING NOT ALLOWED (and shall store it according to subclause 5.1.3.3) and shall delete any GUTI, last visited registered TAI, TAI list and KSI. The UE shall consider the USIM as invalid for EPS services until switching off or the UICC containing the USIM is removed. The UE shall delete the list of equivalent PLMNs and shall enter the state EMM-DEREGISTERED.


If A/Gb mode or Iu mode is supported in the UE, the UE shall handle the GMM parameters GMM state, RAI, P‑TMSI, P-TMSI signature, GPRS ciphering key sequence number and GPRS update status as specified in 3GPP TS 24.008 [6] for the case when a DETACH REQUEST is received with this cause value and with detach type set to "re-attach not required".

#8

(GPRS services and non-GPRS services not allowed);


The UE shall set the EPS update status to EU3 ROAMING NOT ALLOWED (and shall store it according to subclause 5.1.3.3) and shall delete any GUTI, last visited registered TAI, TAI list and KSI. The UE shall consider the USIM as invalid for EPS services until switching off or the UICC containing the USIM is removed. The UE shall delete the list of equivalent PLMNs and shall enter the state EMM-DEREGISTERED.


If A/Gb mode or Iu mode is supported in the UE, the UE shall handle the MM parameters update status, TMSI, LAI and ciphering key sequence number and the GMM parameters GMM state, RAI, P-TMSI, P-TMSI signature, GPRS ciphering key sequence number and GPRS update status as specified in 3GPP TS 24.008 [6] for the case when a DETACH REQUEST is received with this cause value and with detach type set to "re-attach not required". The USIM shall also be considered as invalid for non-EPS services until switching off or the UICC containing the USIM is removed.

#11
(PLMN not allowed);


The UE shall set the EPS update status to EU3 ROAMING NOT ALLOWED (and shall store it according to subclause 5.1.3.3) and shall delete any GUTI, last visited registered TAI, TAI list and KSI. The UE shall delete the list of equivalent PLMNs and enter the state EMM-DEREGISTERED.PLMN-SEARCH.


The UE shall store the PLMN identity in the "forbidden PLMN list".


The UE shall perform a PLMN selection according to 3GPP TS 23.122 [3].


If A/Gb mode or Iu mode is supported in the UE, the UE shall handle the MM parameters update status, TMSI, LAI and ciphering key sequence number and the GMM parameters GMM state, RAI, P-TMSI, P-TMSI signature, GPRS ciphering key sequence number and GPRS update status as specified in 3GPP TS 24.008 [6] for the case when a DETACH REQUEST is received with this cause value and with detach type set to "re-attach not required".

#12
(Tracking area not allowed);


The UE shall set the EPS update status to EU3 ROAMING NOT ALLOWED (and shall store it according to subclause 5.1.3.3) and shall delete any GUTI, last visited registered TAI, TAI list and KSI. The UE shall reset the attach attempt counter and shall enter the state EMM-DEREGISTERED.LIMITED-SERVICE.


The UE shall store the current TAI in the list of "forbidden tracking areas for regional provision of service".


If A/Gb mode or Iu mode is supported in the UE, the UE shall handle the GMM parameters GMM state, RAI, P‑TMSI, P-TMSI signature, GPRS ciphering key sequence number and GPRS update status as specified in 3GPP TS 24.008 [6] for the case when a DETACH REQUEST is received with this cause value and with detach type set to "re-attach not required".

#13
(Roaming not allowed in this tracking area);


The UE shall set the EPS update status to EU3 ROAMING NOT ALLOWED (and shall store it according to subclause 5.1.3.3) and shall delete any GUTI, last visited registered TAI, TAI list and KSI. The UE shall delete the list of equivalent PLMNs, reset the attach attempt counter and shall change to state EMM-DEREGISTERED.PLMN-SEARCH.


The UE shall store the current TAI in the list of "forbidden tracking areas for roaming".


The UE shall perform a PLMN selection according to 3GPP TS 23.122 [3]


If A/Gb mode or Iu mode is supported in the UE, the UE shall handle the GMM parameters GMM state, RAI, P‑TMSI, P-TMSI signature, GPRS ciphering key sequence number and GPRS update status as specified in 3GPP TS 24.008 [6] for the case when a DETACH REQUEST is received with this cause value and with detach type set to "re-attach not required".

#14
(GPRS services not allowed in this PLMN);


The UE shall set the EPS update status to EU3 ROAMING NOT ALLOWED (and shall store it according to subclause 5.1.3.3). Furthermore the UE shall delete any GUTI, last visited registered TAI, TAI list and KSI. The UE shall enter the state EMM-DEREGISTERED.PLMN-SEARCH.


The UE shall store the PLMN identity in the "forbidden PLMNs for GPRS service" list.


The UE shall perform a PLMN selection according to 3GPP TS 23.122 [3]. 


If A/Gb mode or Iu mode is supported in the UE, the UE shall handle the GMM parameters GMM state, GPRS update status, RAI, P-TMSI, P-TMSI signature and GPRS ciphering key sequence number as specified in 3GPP TS 24.008 [6] for the case when a DETACH REQUEST is received with this cause value and with detach type set to "re-attach not required".

#15
(No suitable cells in tracking area);


The UE shall set the EPS update status to EU3 ROAMING NOT ALLOWED (and shall store it according to subclause 5.1.3.3). and shall delete any GUTI, last visited registered TAI, TAI list and KSI. The UE shall reset the attach attempt counter and shall enter the state EMM-DEREGISTERED.LIMITED-SERVICE.


The UE shall store the current TAI in the list of "forbidden tracking areas for roaming".


The UE shall search for a suitable cell in another tracking area or in another location area in the same PLMN according to 3GPP TS 36.304 [13].


If A/Gb mode or Iu mode is supported in the UE, the UE shall handle the GMM parameters GMM state, RAI, P‑TMSI, P-TMSI signature, GPRS ciphering key sequence number and GPRS update status as specified in 3GPP TS 24.008 [6] for the case when a DETACH REQUEST is received with this cause value and with detach type set to "re-attach not required".

For other cause values or if no cause value is included the UE shall start timer T3402 and enter state EMM-DEREGISTERED.ATTEMPTING-TO-ATTACH.
