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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank SA1 for their LS on HNB/HeNB Open Access Mode. CT1 has discussed the draft requirements and the main outcomes are described below.
The understanding on the proposed requirements was that the related impacts can be considered limited on the CT1 specs and mainly concentrated on the access network.
Some concern was raised on “The capability of the UE giving priority to the selection of a particular HNB/HeNB in Open Access Mode with respect to Node B/eNode B or other HNB/HeNB.”. It was highlighted that such a requirement could result in a significant traffic shift from Node Bs/eNode Bs towards HNBs/HeNBs and could imply an increasing amount of signalling traffic (especially paging, LAU, RAU and TAU procedures). This could also affect the way how HNB/HeNBs can be deployed and grouped together in tracking areas. An additional concern was also expressed that users might be caused to use an HNB/HeNB without their consent.
In order to identify the possible Stage 3 impacts, it was requested to have some additional clarification on the Stage 1 requirements related to the “Open Access Mode”. In particular it was requested to highlight the requirements which represent a difference between the “Open Access Mode” and the normal access to the public network (e.g. charging), and the difference between the “Open Access Mode” and accepting all attempts to connect to a CSG in "Closed Access Mode".
