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1. Introduction
TS 24.302 makes use of the term "cdma2000". This term, however, is a registered trademark of the Telecommunications Industry Association (TIA-USA).

TIA's guidance on the use of this registered trademark is available at http://www.tiaonline.org/standards/technology/cdma2000/documents/cdma2000FAQs.pdf.

To summarize this guidance, TIA-USA requires the term to be followed by the superscripted registered mark (®) for each occurrence of the term within a published document. Also, the first use of the term cdma2000®
 should be followed by a footnote indicating the term is a registered trademark of TIA-USA.
2. Reason for Change

The changes to TS 24.302 v0.5.0 described in this contribution should be adopted to ensure regulatory compliance.
3. Conclusions

3GPP TR 21.801, "Specification drafting rules", subclause 6.6.3 (Use of trade names) states:

A correct designation or description of a product shall be given rather than a trade name (brand name).

Proprietary trade names (i.e. trade marks) for a particular product should as far as possible be avoided, even if they are in common use.

If, exceptionally, trade names cannot be avoided, their nature shall be indicated, e.g. by the symbol ( for a registered trade mark (see example 1).

EXAMPLE 1:
Instead of "Teflon", write "polytetrafluoroethylene (PTFE)".

Additionally, 3GPP TR 21.801 subclause 6.5.2 specifically prohibits the use of footnotes within 3GPP technical specifications and technical reports. 

Given:

· the use of the term "cdma2000®" is unavoidable within the specification,

· TIA-USA requires the use of a footnote and superscripted registered mark with the term,

· 3GPP TR 21.801 allows for the use of a trade name in exceptional cases, and

· 3GPP TR 21.801 does not allow the use of footnotes;

it is recommended:

· to indicate the assignment of the registered trademark to TIA-USA through the use of a "NOTE:" within TS 24.302, and

· the text should be modified to include the superscript "®" after each use of the term.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.302 v0.5.0.

Scope

The present document specifies the discovery and network selection procedures for access to 3GPP Evolved Packet Core (EPC) via non-3GPP access networks and includes Authentication and Access Authorization using Authentication, Authorization and Accounting (AAA) procedures used for the interworking of the 3GPP EPC and the non-3GPP access networks. 

The present document also specifies the Tunnel management procedures used for establishing an end-to-end tunnel from the UE to the ePDG to the point of obtaining IP connectivity and includes the selection of the IP mobility mode.

Editors Note:  The scope of the authentication between the UE and EPC to be specified in this document is FFS.

The non-3GPP access networks considered in this present document are cdma2000® HRPD and Worldwide Interoperability for Microwave Access (WiMAX) , and any access technologies covered in 3GPP TS 23.402 [5]. These non-3GPP access networks can be trusted or untrusted access networks.
The present document is applicable to the UE and the network. In this technical specification the network is the 3GPP EPC.

cdma2000® HRPD Access System

The cdma2000®  HRPD system is a wireless mobile system developed under the auspices of 3GPP2. The cdma2000® HRPD system and its access network subsystem is compliant with 3GPP2 P.R0001 [12]. The protocol architecture and signalling of the cdma2000® HRPD system are specified in 3GPP2 X.S0011 [13] series which supports the cdma2000® HRPD air interface defined in 3GPP2 C.S0024-0 [14] and 3GPP2 C.S0024-A [15].

Editor's note:
At present it is unclear whether the cdma2000® HPRD UE is equipped with a UICC in order to access the EPC via the cdma2000® HRPD access network. The expected input for this will come from SA1.
