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1. Overall Description:
CT1 has discussed the handling of EPS-related parameters. As a result of the discussion, it was agreed that there is no need to create Rel-8 USIM. However it was pointed out that there is a requirement in SA1 which describes the need for parameter to be stored in Rel-8 USIM. Below is the quotation from TS22.011
"The UE shall maintain in the USIM a list of allowed CSG identities (white list). All CSG cells belonging to a CSG identity not included in the list of allowed CSG identities shall be considered unsuitable by the UE."
CT1 kindly asks SA1 group to answer whether it is essential to store CSG white list in the USIM.

2. Supplementary information:
Upon receiving reply LS from SA1 (S1-080741), CT1 started to consider EMM parameter storage into both pre-Rel8 USIM and Rel8 USIM.  However considering the facts below, CT1 decided not to create Rel8 USIM for UE implementation simplification because creating Rel8 USIM and its testing can delay the EPS launch schedule in the market.

a) There is no parameter which mandates Rel-8 USIM use

(If a user has a pre-Rel 8 USIM, it is sufficient to receive EPS service as SA1 answered in S1-080741)

b) Following the current description in TS24.301, UE has to support both pre-Rel8 USIM and Rel8 USIM.  It increases the work related to implementing UE and testing UE.

In addition, there is no critical security threat in storing parameters into ME.

Even in the case where EMM parameters are stored in ME (not in USIM), those parameters are to be deleted anyway when USIM is changed.  So there is no threat from a security point of view.

Below is the quotation from TS24.301 Annex C.

These EMM parameters are stored in a non-volatile memory in the ME together with the IMSI from the USIM. These EMM parameters can only be used if the IMSI from the USIM matches the IMSI stored in the non-volatile memory; else the UE shall delete the EMM parameters.
3. Actions:

To SA1 group.

ACTION: 
CT1 asks SA1 to answer whether it is essential to store CSG white list in the USIM.

To CT6 group.

ACTION: 
CT1 asks CT6 to suspend future Rel-8 specification work until the decision is made.
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
