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1. Introduction
This contribution provides a solution to the Editor's notes in  8.2.11.1 and 8.2.12.

Editor's note: NAS security IEs for EMM INFORMATION/ EMM STATUS message are optional, allowing operators to optionally send a secured message, depending on the IEs included in the message. However the optionality of securing this message needs to be agreed with SA3 - FFS. 

2. Reason for Change
Since the agreemnt to have all EMM messages security protected once SMC procedure is completed and since the EMM INFORMATION/ EMM STATUS are not considered with any exception, it is proposed to remove the editor's note and treat these procedures as any EMM message without exception.
It is proposed to remove the editor's note.
3. Conclusions

EMM INFORMATION/ EMM STATUS are security protected as required for EMM messages.
