Mobility management based on FACoA


MIPv4 is specified in IETF Internet-Draft draft-ietf-mip4-rfc3344bis which provides two alternative modes of enabling a mobile node (UE) to acquire a care-of address for routing of datagrams:
-
a "foreign agent care-of address" (FACoA) mode wherein a care-of address is provided by a FA through agent advertisement messages, and

-
a "co-located care-of address" mode wherein a care-of address is acquired by the UE as a local IP address.

For the purpose of IP mobility management while accessing the EPC through a trusted non-3GPP access network, the FACoA mode enables the UE to register the IP address of the FA (FACoA) located within the non-3GPP access network with the UE's home agent (HA) for the routing of datagrams to the UE.
