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1. Overall Description:

CT1 has finished the coding definition of CSG Identity (CSG ID). As CSG ID is a main part of the white list used for access control, CT1 sends the agreed CSG ID coding scheme as attached to CT6 so that CT6 can start work about the white list stored in UICC.
In addition, from CT1’s point of view, CSG ID is the only mandatory parameter which is used by CT1 to perform access control and no requirements from CT1 to limit the max number of entries of the white list.
