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1. Introduction
This paper clarifies the initiation of service request procedure and confirms that the service request will not be sended when the UE is in EMM-CONNECTED state except for the CS fallback feature.
2. Reason for Change
It has been discussed in the stage2 meeting with respect to the scenario of the service request procedure initiated after sending a TAU Request with no “active flag”. According to the decision of the SA2, the MME will release the signalling connection with UE after the completion of TAU procedure in this case. Furthermore, it is clarified that the transmission of service request message by the UE in the EMM-CONNECTED state is only to enable the CS fallback feature. Therefore, the scenario which is identified in the specification used to confirm the service request procedure can be initiated in the EMM-CONNECTED mode is not correct. UE will not initiate the service request message until the TAU procedure is accomplished and the signalling connection with MME is released despite the uplink date arriving just after the TAU request message without “active flag” initiated.

EMM connection management procedures (S1 mode only)

5.6.1
Service request procedure

5.6.1.1
General

The purpose of the service request procedure is to transfer the EMM mode from EMM-IDLE to EMM-CONNECTED mode and establish the radio and S1 bearers when uplink user data is to be sent. Another purpose of this procedure is to invoke MO/MT CS fallback procedures.
This procedure is used when:

-
the network has downlink signalling pending;

-
the UE has uplink signalling pending;

-
the UE or the network has user data pending and the UE is in EMM-IDLE mode;

-
 or

-
the UE in EMM-IDLE or EMM-CONNECTED mode has requested to perform mobile originating/ terminating CS fallback.

Note: If the UE in EMM-CONNECTED mode has uplink user data to be sent and the user plane radio bearers are not established, the UE shall pending the data and initiate a service request procedure after the UE is in EMM-IDLE mode

The service request procedure is initiated by the UE, however, for the downlink transfer of signalling or user data in EMM-IDLE mode, the trigger is given by the network by means of the paging procedure (see subclause 5.6.2).

The UE shall invoke the service request procedure when:

a)
the UE receives a paging request from the network in EMM-IDLE mode.

b)
the UE, in EMM-IDLE  mode, has uplink data pending .

c)
the UE, in EMM-IDLE mode, has uplink signalling pending.
d)
the UE in EMM-IDLE or EMM-CONNECTED mode has a mobile originating CS fallback request.

e)
the UE in EMM-IDLE or EMM-CONNECTED mode has received CS fallback paging.
